
T he political and military whims of the superpowers fractured the gentle 
land of Cambodia, ultimately claiming the lives of one-fourth of the popula-
tion in one of the worst genocides of the twentieth century.  These tragic 
stories have made the dangerous journey from the Killing Fields of Cambo-
dia, to the makeshift shelters along the Cambodian-Thai border, to the Refu-
gee Holding Centers in Thailand, the Philippines and Indonesia, and finally to 
communities in countries around the world, including the United States of 
America, Canada, Australia, France, Japan, New Zealand, and England, where 
traumatized Cambodian refugees resettled, seeking freedom and opportu-
nity.  The poems are  the testaments to the hardship and ugliness of war, as 
well as the resilience of the survivors who have struggled for the past thirty 
years to find peace in their hearts, justice for those lost, and healing for the 
Cambodian survivors and refugees themselves.
